The Nomination and Appointment Process

To be considered for an appointment to a United States Service Academy, each applicant must
obtain a nomination from an authorized source. Authorized nominating sources include Members
of the U.S. House of Representatives, U.S. Senate, and the Vice President of the United States.

Due to strong competition, applicants are encouraged to apply to multiple nominating sources.
Applicants should also contact the admissions office at each academy to open an admissions file.
Applying to more than one academy is recommended.

Final decisions regarding appointments are made by the service academies.

Eligibility Requirements
e Age: Must be at least 17 years old and not have passed your 23rd birthday by July 1 of
the year of entry.
e Citizenship: Must be a U.S. citizen.

e Marital Status: Must be unmarried, not pregnant, and have no legal obligation to
support dependents.

e Residency: Must be a legal resident of Illinois’s 11th Congressional District.

e Medical Fitness: Must meet medical standards as determined by the Department of
Defense Medical Examination Review Board (DoDMERB).

Application Schedule

e October 30: Application deadline (all materials must be received by due date)
e November: Candidate interviews (10—15 minutes)

¢ December—January: Notification of nomination status

¢ February: Nomination awards ceremony

e January—May: Academy appointment offers issued

Dates are subject to change. Applicants will be notified of any updates.

Nomination Requirements

Email submission is preferred. Handwritten applications will not be accepted.

1. Application Form

Complete the fillable PDF application form and submit it via email or mail. Include a recent
professional photograph with your application, such as a high school senior portrait or a
passport-style photo.

Submit via email or mail (must be received by October 30).
2. Standardized Test Scores

SAT and ACT scores must be sent directly from the testing agencies.

Codes: SAT — 1472 | ACT — 7385



3. Transcripts

Submit official transcripts including GPA, class rank, and course listings. College transcripts
must also be included if applicable.

4. Letters of Recommendation

Submit three letters from individuals familiar with your academic performance, character, or
extracurricular involvement.

5. Résumé
Include extracurricular activities, employment, and any awards or honors.
6. Interview

Qualified candidates will be scheduled for an interview with the Academy Nomination Advisory
Board.
